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Asian stocks sink on 
Europe debt concerns
SINGAPORE: Asian stocks 
slid, following a plunge in U.S. 
equities as concerns spread 
that the bailout for debt-laden 
Greece won�t stop the crisis 
spreading to other European 
countries. Some Asian markets 
pared their losses in afternoon 
trade while the euro, battered 
in recent weeks, gained 
against the dollar. 

Investors sceptical on record Greek bailout AB InBev sees �at year for beer in 2010
LONDON: Financial markets reacted sceptically 
yesterday to a record ⁄110bn ($146bn) EU/IMF bailout 
for Greece, with investors expressing doubts whether 
it would solve the euro zone�s debt crisis. Despite 
Sunday�s agreement by European �nance ministers on 
an unprecedented three-year loan package, the euro 
fell as markets questioned the ability of the Greek 
government to push through new austerity measures 
pledged in exchange for aid and worried other euro 
states may be vulnerable.

DUBAI: Rising occupancy levels in hotel 
industry show signs of recovery and the �rst 
quarter proved better than last year, a top 
of�cial of a Dubai-based hotel said. �First 
four months have shown steady increase 
in business and we are very optimistic and 
positive about this coming summer that 
perhaps would be better than last year,� 
Moussa El Hayek, Chief Operating Of�cer of 
Al Bustan Centre and Residence, told Khaleej 
Times at Arabian Travel Market (ATM).

MUMBAI: India�s stocks fell, driving the benchmark 
index to a nine-week low, as investors sold riskier 
assets amid concern the European debt crisis is 
worsening and may derail the global economic 
recovery. ICICI Bank Ltd., the country�s second-
biggest lender, declined for a third day. Reliance 
Industries Ltd., India�s most valuable company, 
dropped as crude oil fell to the lowest in a week. 

MOSCOW: Russian stocks had their 
steepest weekly decline in almost 10 
months as oil plunged on concern the 
European debt crisis will hobble a 
global economic recovery. The country�s 
biggest oil producer, OAO Rosneft, fell 
5.9 percent. OAO Rostelecom dived 13.8 
percent, its worst drop in over a decade. 

Asian factories ramp up production 

S. African auto sales grow strongly In 
April: NAAMSA
JOHANNESBURG: South African auto sales 
recorded strong growth in April, a report 
from the National Association of Automobile 
Manufacturers of South Africa or NAAMSA said. 
Vehicle sales in April totaled 35,763, up 36% from 
the previous year. However, the association said 
this improvement should be viewed in relation to 
the low sales registered this time last year due to 
the impact of the global �nancial and economic 
crisis at the time.

SYDNEY: Factories in the Asia-Paci�c region cranked up production 
last month led by Australia, while manufacturing in the euro zone 

� racked by worries about the Greek debt crisis � was helped 
higher by German strength. Activity of euro zone manufacturers 
hit a 46-month high thanks to a record performance from Germany, 
according to price manufacturing index surveys that were taken 
between April 12 and 23, before last week�s escalation of Greece�s 
debt crisis.

Mexicans may step up 
purchases as con�dence rises
MEXICO CITY: Mexico�s consumer 
con�dence is catching up to its 
manufacturing-led economic 
recovery, boosting demand for cars, 
televisions and durable goods at 
retailers such as Wal-Mart de Mexico 
SAB and Organizacion Soriana SAB. 
Retail sales may climb 3.7 percent 
in the second quarter, according to 
Citigroup Inc.�s Banamex unit. That�s 
up from a projected 0.3 percent rise 
in the �rst quarter and comes after 
15 straight months of falling sales 
that ended in December.
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Regulators shut down seven 
more US banks 
WASHINGTON: Regulators shut down 
three banks in Puerto Rico, two in 
Missouri, and one each in Michigan 
and Washington, bringing the number 
of US bank failures this year to 64. 
The Federal Deposit Insurance Corp 
took over the banks: Westernbank 
Puerto Rico, based in Mayaguez, with 
about $11.9bn in assets; R-G Premier 
Bank of Puerto Rico, based in Hato 
Rey, with around $5.9bn in assets; 
and San Juan-based Eurobank, with 
$2.5bn in assets.

BERLIN: Chancellor Angela Merkel�s 
Cabinet approved billions in aid to help 
stem the �nancial crisis in Greece as 
the German government acknowledged 
that letting Greece go bankrupt could 
send the euro into a tailspin and hurt 
Germany�s own economy. IMF of�cials 
say Greece could start receiving money 
from the rescue package in about a week. 
Europe�s biggest economy, and largest 
contributor to the bailout package, faced 
popular discontent over having to help 
out a fellow European Union country that 
many feel has been fast and loose with its 
�nances for years.

WASHINGTON: Battered by a tidal wave of 
loan defaults, mortgage �nance company 
Fannie Mae is tightening standards for the 
adjustable-rate and interest-only loans that 
fed the housing boom and contributed to 
the bust. The company said it will require 
mortgage lenders to consider how high a 
borrower�s mortgage payments might rise 
after teaser rates expire. Fannie Mae also 
will enact tighter standards for �interest only� 
loans that allow borrowers to avoid making 
principal payments for several years. 

PARIS: The world�s largest brewer and maker of Budweiser 
said its �rst quarter pro�t fell 34 percent to $475 million as 
global beer sales remained stagnant and were not forecast 
to rebound in 2010. Anheuser-Busch InBev SA made a $716 
million pro�t a year earlier. It sold 0.8 percent more beer 
and soft drinks in the �rst quarter and said an expected 
improvement in pro�tability would be delayed until the second 
half due to lower expected sales and marketing expenses.
